Douglas have lost their greens & have had to 
play on temporary greens.  Many courses have 
actually closed.  We have just completed         
aerating & reseeding the greens to have them in 
good shape for our busy Winter season.  We are 
looking into changing our greens’ grass variety 
next spring to help reduce problems our greens 
have suffered over the years. 

The Pearce-Sunsites Chamber of     
Commerce and Sunsites’ Shadow 
Mountain Golf, Recreation & Events 
Center have teamed up with the State 
of Arizona Department of Corrections 
to take advantage of their Community 
Betterment Program.  The program 
will provide needed labor for clean 
up, maintenance, landscaping,     
painting and many other types of  
projects throughout the community 
and golf course.
